ITEM NO. 4 - Katherine Rendleman Leslie:  Within the last year, the State of Ohio has adopted the Residential Code of Ohio, which requires all accessory buildings that are over 400 sq. ft. to have a foundation footer as frost protection.  Before the adoption of the new Ohio Residential Code, the City permitted a floating type slab foundation for up to a 3½ car garage (800 +/- sq. ft.).  The new code does, however, allow local Board of Appeals to hear an appeal from the new Residential Building Code.
