Item #3 – David Strang – 21378 Avalon Dr.
Mr. Strang’s new parking area is 1’ from the property line as opposed to the required 5’, and his neighbor is objecting.  Prior to construction, Mr. Strang submitted plans which included a circular driveway and received a building permit based on those plans.  After the permit was issued, he reconfigured the driveway and parking area, but did not present revised plans to the Building Department for review and approval.
Dr. Christine M. Zirafi of 21330 Avalon Dr., Mr. Strang’s neighbor (listed on the notice as Main Sail LLC), is expected to be present with her Attorney, Todd Hunt, to protest the existing parking area.
Item #4 – Gregory Olson – 543 Kensington Oval
Mr. Olsen is back to BZA with a new request for an additional 3% lot coverage.  His previous submittal to you in February, 2007 was for 28% lot coverage, which was tabled.  It has since been discovered that with the garage addition he added in 1993, he is already at 29%, although there is no record he ever went before BZA to request a variance.  Mr. Olsen’s request before you this month is for a variance to construct a 145 sq. ft. garage addition, which would increase his total lot coverage to 32%.
Since last meeting with you, Mr. Olsen has been before Design and Construction Board of Review two times for screening of his recreational vehicle and both times he was tabled.  The minutes of those meetings are included in your packet.

Mr. Olsen has been cited by the City and appeared in Rocky River Municipal Court for violation of Section 1141.04(a)(3) – Conditions of Outside Storage.  His pre-trial date was originally scheduled for February 19, 2008, but has been changed to March 25, 2008.

Item #5 – National City Bank, 19565 Detroit Rd.
National City Bank went before Planning Commission on November 27, 2007 to present their proposal to build a drive-thru canopy with teller window and ATM machine.  Minutes of that meeting are included in your packet.

National City Bank is before you for a variance for 58 parking spaces instead of the required 63 spaces.  There have been concerns about this project expressed by some of the residential neighbors, and it was suggested at Planning Commission that they meet with the neighbors to address those concerns.  They met today, December 6, 2007 here at City Hall.
