The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
MAYOR’S REPORT:
The Cleveland Suburban Water Program, a program used to rehabilitate our water lines, has listed their fall 2016 rankings. We are happy to report that the Laurel Avenue project was funded for just under $700,000. There were three other projects, Frazier, Beaconsfield and Morewood, which were not funded and scored in the middle of the pack. Morewood is a very large project that we would like the program to consider, as are the other two.  
Additional conversations need to happen with Cleveland Water to get more information about whether or not their projects and our paving projects coincide. We do not want to pave when there is a water line or any infrastructure under the road that needs to be worked on. The City likes to bundle those projects together. We will look to reapply to the program in the spring for Beaconsfield due to lower water pressure issues. This will be for both sides of the street. 
The DOPWIC rankings were released. These rankings coincide with two resolutions that were just passed. The Wastewater Treatment Plant is being funded at $1.9 million for 2017-2020 Capital Improvement Projects. Spencer Road was also submitted and was just under the recommended projects. We will have an opportunity to review the scoring and submission. The scoring was very tight.  
Thank you to Finance Director Mike Thomas, Human Resources Director Mike Greco and Director Costello for being involved in several programs the Bureau of Workers Compensation offers. Between our Drug Free Program and the Industry Specific Safety Program, we received a refund of $16,506. 

Two grants were submitted to the Aid to Firefighters Grant program. One was for the 100 ft. aerial platform with a maximum $1 million award available. The other $20,000 micro grant was for a washer/extractor/dryer for the Firefighter’s safety equipment. A third grant was submitted through WestCom. Thank you to Chief Lenart and Capt. Kevin Bednarski who wrote the grant, and Director Thomas who helped with the financials. 
Welcome to our new part-time building inspector, Mr. Lamb. He will be doing rental inspections and property maintenance. 

Leaf pick-up continues. By Wednesday, November 22, the entire City should be completed. The pick-up will then start over with Zone 1. 
The tree lighting ceremony is Friday, December 2, followed by All-A-Glow at the Senior Center sponsored by the Rocky River Women’s Club. Saturday, December 3, is the Holiday Walk, sponsored by the Detroit Merchant’s Association.  Sunday, December 4, is the Holiday Home Tour, sponsored by the Rocky River Women’s Club. Thank you to these groups for all of their efforts.

ORDINANCE NO. 68-16:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND SAFETY-SERVICE DIRECTOR TO RENEW AN AGREEMENT WITH FABRIZI TRUCKING & PAVING CO., INC. FOR THE EMERGENCY REPAIR OF STREETS AND STORM AND SANITARY SEWERS WITHIN THE CITY OF ROCKY RIVER AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $90,000.00 AS FURTHER DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A”

This is an annual ordinance that is used for emergency repairs. When the depth of a sewer repair exceeds 14ft, the City does not have the capability to do the repair. This ordinance authorizes spending up to $90,000 with Fabrizi, who has done this for the City since 2011. They have held their prices from 2011 through this year. 

·  Mr. Sindelar asked how often the money was used. Mr. Shepherd and Ms. Costello said $42,000 was used last year due to sink holes. Ms. Costello stated it was not used in 2014. She said some years it was not used since there were no emergencies. If the money is unspent, it stays in the Capital fund. 
ORDINANCE NO. 69-16: 
AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER ITO AN AGREEMENT WITH AECOM FOR THE RIVERDALE DRIVE TECHNICAL ROAD ANALYSIS AND PUMP STATION – SEWER SYSTEM STUDY IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $64,016.00

This ordinance is for checking the soil erosion around Riverdale, widening the road and for engineering to study the pump station to see if the sewage could be pumped and redirected to the t-track on Lake Road. Out of three bids, AECOM was awarded the bid. AECOM has done work in the area before on Yacht Club Drive. All three bids were good, but due to AECOM’s experience, they were favored.

Mr. Shepherd stated this annual ordinance is for insurance for the City of Rocky River for its building and insurance needs issued by McGowan Insurance Company. The rate increases for the city for next year would be less than 1%.

This is another annual ordinance. This insurance company has kept the rate increase at less than 1%. This policy covers all the insurance for the Court House.

AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC SAFETY-SERVICE TO AGREE TO RENEW A CONTRACT FOR VARIOUS INSURANCE COVERAGES FOR THE ROCKY RIVER WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT WITH McGOWAN INSURANCE COMPANY FOR THE YEAR 2017 AT A TOTAL COST OF $66,609.00

Mr. Shepherd stated this is the insurance policy for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. This ordinance will have a rate increase of slightly over 2% this year. It is due to the complexity and amount of equipment in those buildings, and new projects that have increased the evaluation. For all three insurance coverages, the value structures have increased substantially. The increases are disproportionate to the value of the structures, but even more so for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. 
ORDINANCE NO. 73-16

AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH RICHARD L. BOWEN AND ASSOCIATES, INC. FOR THE ROCKY RIVER POLICE DIVISION NEEDS ASSESSMENT IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $40,000.00
Mr. Hunt explained that this ordinance authorizes the Mayor to enter into contract with Richard L. Bowen and Associates for architecture review and assessment for the renovation of the Police Department. This ordinance is unique in that it does not have to be publicly bid because of the unique nature of the services provided. Mr. Hunt sent out RFPs. Thank you to Director Costello for her help with the process. Nine responses were received to the request for RFPs. The firms were vetted, interviewed, and three firms were selected. After a second round of interviews, it was determined that Bowen and Associates was the most appropriate agency to provide the necessary architecture review. They are a local firm and have done other similar work in Strongsville. Some of the renovation needs are for the outdate jail facilities, lack of space and storage, and difficulty implementing new technology.  Bowen and Associates will offer guidance and solutions for how to move forward with the renovation. This contract is for $40,000. Mr. Hunt asked that council reviews the agreement and attached exhibit before the third read. 
·  Mr. Furry asked how many RFPs had been sent out versus how many were selected. The Mayor explained there had been many RFPs, but only three selected for a second interview. She stated there had been a wide range of proposal amounts, and that she and Director Costello negotiated the amount with Bowen and Associates. The Mayor would like to use the existing Police building and have it renovated to meet today’s needs and standards. The project should last approximately 17 weeks. There will also be an assessment done on City Hall to see how it can better meet its residents’ needs. 
ORDINANCE NO. 74-16

AN ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE DISTRICT CLASSIFICATION OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY KNOWN AS AUDITOR’S PERMANENT PARCEL NOS. 301-32-099, 301-32-100, 301-32-101, AND 301-32-102 FROM THEIR PRESENT CLASSIFICATION OF R-1 SINGLE FAMILY TO R-3 SINGLE FAMILY ATTACHED, IN THEIR ENTIRETY, AS FURTHER DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A”
Mr. Sindelar stated the gentleman had been here last week to introduce himself and discuss their process, and how they are getting out and meeting the neighborhood. Mr. Sindelar had this issue moved to Planning Commission and is awaiting their report. He should receive the report back by the end of February for the second and third reads. Mr. Sindelar said the residents are good at letting the council know what they think. He said he was all for the public reaching out to him to let him know their thoughts on the project.

Mr. Moran stated there were quick resolutions to electrical situations that had happened over the last few days. Some of the city had power restored quickly, while others had to wait awhile longer. Director Costello stated it is important for residents to call in their outages.
