MAYOR’S REPORT:
The Mayor wanted to thank the Council members for their help during the holiday festivities over the weekend. She also wanted to thank Ron Gottschalk, Chris Mehling, Mary Ellen Umerley and Mary Kay Costello. The Women’s Club hosted the holiday home tour over the Sunday. Thank you to the residents who opened up their homes so graciously. This is an annual ordinance that is used for emergency repairs. When the depth of a sewer repair exceeds 14ft, the City does not have the capability to do the repair. This ordinance authorizes spending up to $90,000 with Fabrizi, who has done this for the City since 2011. They have held their prices from 2011 through this year. This will be the third read. Mr. Shepherd stated this is the insurance policy for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. This ordinance will have a rate increase of slightly over 2% this year. Mr. Hunt explained that this ordinance authorizes the Mayor to enter into contract with Richard L. Bowen and Associates for the feasibility study of the Police Department. The study will include assessing the outdated jail facility, the space available versus the space needed, and records retention as well as connectivity between buildings. This ordinance is unique in that it does not have to be publicly bid because of the unique nature of the services provided. This will be added to the consent agenda.

This ordinance allows for a small increase in salaries in 2017. It follows similar contracts the city has with their union employees. This will have two more reads.

This ordinance is part of the full-time employee benefit package for 2017. There will be no rate increases or changes made to the plan design. It offers two distinct benefit options, Plan A and Plan B. All employees in Plan A have a cost share on the premium of 15%. 
· Mayor Bobst stated that spouses of covered employees are eligible for coverage, even if they are offered coverage through their own employer.

This ordinance is for the life insurance component of the full-time employee benefit package. The rates are the same for 2017 as they were for 2016.

An Emergency Ordinance Authorizing the Mayor to Enter into a Contract with Delta Dental to Provide Dental Coverage for the Full-Time Employees of the City of Rocky River, As Further Described in Exhibit “A”
This ordinance is for the dental component of the full-time employee benefit package. The rates are the same for 2017 as they were for 2016. 
· Mayor Bobst stated that the dental contract will be a two-year contract with the premium costs remaining the same. 
· The Mayor noted the city has a healthy employee population who are utilizing the benefit plans effectively and appropriately. Due to retirements, the city’s average age has been slightly reduced. It is exciting to have the benefit rates remain the same for 2017. 
· Mr. Shepherd inquired as to whether or not the plans were self-insured.  The Mayor stated they were. The vision care is an optional part of the benefit plan. The city does not provide a contribution to that coverage, however it is offered at a competitive rate. 
The city is in compliance with the Affordable Care Act. This ordinance will be read three times. 
Ordinance No. 79-16:

An Ordinance to Amend Sections 1321.01, 1321.02, 1321.03, 1321.04, 1321.05, and 1371.05 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Rocky River, Concerning Permit, Inspection and License Fees
This ordinance is an amendment to change license and inspection fees. A rate comparison was run of Rocky River, Fairview Park, Bay Village and Westlake. Our rates are very comparable. Going forward, the city will base its rates on the square footage of the project. The rate increases will be small or reduced for residents and their home improvement projects. Commercial projects will see comparable increases. 
· Mr. Sindelar inquired about solar panel installations and whether or not it there needed to be guidance given on how they should be built, designed and installed. The Mayor will discuss this further with the building director.

RESOLUTION NO. 80-16:

AN EMERGENCY RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HER DESIGNEE TO MAKE APPLICATION TO THE BUYAHOGA COUNTY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (cdbd) PROGRAM FOR THE SHORELAND/WOOSTER NEIGHBORHOOD PARK PROJECT

This resolution is requesting a community development block grant for the development of a park on the corner of Wooster and Shoreland. It is an empty lot that is looking to be redeveloped. The grant is available for up to $150,000. Mr. Klym is unsure what the city’s match would be at this point. The application needs to be filed by December 23, 2016. This will have two more reads. 
The Mayor stated the city needed to have the property appraised because it must be sold at the appraised value.  A resident on Wooster and perhaps Shoreland may want to purchase a few feet of the property. 
RESOLUTION NO. 81-16:

AN EMERGENCY RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HER DESIGNEE TO MAKE APPLICATION TO THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT SUPPLEMENTAL GRANT (cdsg) PROGRAM FOR THE WOOSTER ROAD SIGN, SIGNAL AND PEDESTRIAN SAFETY PROJECT. 

This resolution is a companion piece to Resolution No. 80-16. This would also authorize the Mayor or designee to make application to the Cuyahoga County Community Development supplemental grant program for the Wooster Road sign, signal and pedestrian safety project. It would help with connectivity, and increase pedestrian safety between the west and east side of Wooster in the area being considered for the block grant. 
This application needs to be filed by December 23, 2016.

PASSED

Mr. Moran discussed the need to pass this ordinance in a timely matter. This is a contract authorizing the Mayor to enter into an agreement with the Rocky River Fire Fighters Association, Local #659, representing the employees of the fire division. It is a contract that would last through December 31, 2019. There will be a full read next week. It would need to be passed at the December 19th special meeting on two reads. 

The Mayor stated the ordinance presents 2.5% increases for all three years of the contract. The language aligns with the recently negotiated Police contract. The education differential was frozen at 2013 levels, and will be extended to newly promoted members of the department. The sick time accrual has been extended to 1384 hours relative to separation pay. A request was made by the Fire Chief to have the start time moved from 8:30am to 7:30am. This will begin June 1.  
This will be read for the first time next week and read for the second time at the special meeting on December 19th. 
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:   

Mr. Moran stated there would be a special legislative meeting at 8:00 pm on December 19, 2016. There will not be a meeting held on December 26th.
