June 5, 2017
The meeting of the Committee-of-the-Whole was called to order by Mr. Moran, President of Council, at 8:00 p.m. in the David J. Cook Council Chambers.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
MAYOR’S REPORT:  
The Mayor thanked Council for their participation in the Memorial Day Parade along with Richard Healy and the Joint Veterans Council for organizing the weekend’s events.  A huge thank you also to the Safety Forces, the High School Band, the Parade Volunteers, the Community Emergency Response Team, Citizens Police Academy Alumni Association, the volunteers who placed the 3600 flags and the volunteers who made lunch for everyone helping place the flags.  The Cemetery personnel does a great job of preparing the cemetery so the flags can be placed for Memorial Day.  Thank you also to the Service Department that assisted with Memorial Day preparations.

The Mayor thanked Bill Brink, Director Costello, Ron Gottschalk and the Beautification Committee for planting the flowers on Old Detroit this past weekend.  Thank you also to John Spielberger who plants additional flowers around the Old Detroit area and to Einstein Bagels for feeding everyone that morning.  
Saturday was the kick-off for Healthy Rocky River.  The Mayor distributed flyers to Council regarding some of the upcoming events being held in June in conjunction with Healthy Rocky River.  The Mayor acknowledged the partnership with the Cleveland Clinic Health System, Whole Foods who held the kick-off this year, the Recreation Center, Churches, the Library, one of the banks, Heinens and the Normandy.  There is a general flyer on the city’s website highlighting all of the events for Healthy Rocky River.  

The Mayor announced that hydrant testing and hydrant painting has begun in the city.

The Mayor reported that the total Building Permits are at 605 which includes both residential and commercial with a total valuation of $13.3 million.  This number is about 50 more permits above last year’s total at this same time.  The 10-year average is about 520 and the ten-year valuation average is $8.3 million.  Building permits represent an ongoing investment to the community.  

The Mayor distributed copies of the Cleveland Magazine, “Rating the Suburbs” issue.  The City of Rocky River was #5 this year and was also the featured community.  This insert is directed at people outside of Rocky River to highlight what the City of Rocky River has to offer.  

This Wednesday evening from 10:00 pm to 5:00 am Center Ridge Road will have night work being completed regarding utility connections for the Red Robin and Panda Express project being built at the corner of the intersection of Wagar and Center Ridge Roads in Fairview Park.  The work will be done in the travel lanes, but traffic will never be totally stopped.  This is the second of possibly 4 or 5 nights of construction.  Thank you to the City of Fairview Park for notifying Rocky River of this construction schedule.
Thursday morning is the D.A.R.E. Graduation at the Civic Center.  

Thursday evening the Senior Center is hosting an evening with Thomas Jefferson.   A “Jeffersonian Dinner” will be served followed by the program.   

The Mayor announced that the Rocky River Public Library has picked a Community Read of two books along with community discussions.  The kick-off is June 13th.  The two books are “Wonder” and “We’re All Wonders”.  Community discussions will take place on June 25th at the Library, June 26th at the Presbyterian Church and June 28th at the City Hall Gazebo.  The administration will forward a Proclamation to the Library for the Community Read on behalf of City Council and the Administration.

Kathy Kolacke’s will be opening up in Old Rocky River tomorrow.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS: NONE
COMMUNICATIONS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS: President Moran announced that there will be a Public Hearing beginning at 7:00 p.m. next Monday regarding Ordinance No. 15-17.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
ORDINANCE NO. 15-17:  Mr. Sindelar reiterated that there will be a Public Hearing next Monday beginning at 7:00 p.m. regarding this ordinance.  This ordinance will have a second read at next week’s Legislative Meeting.
ORDINANCE NO. 30-17: This ordinance is to make supplemental appropriations for the current expenses and making an amendment to Ordinance No. 66-16.  This has to do with an employee transfer from recreation to the public building, special projects, printing, Lakewood fees and meter reading costs totaling about $129,800.  This will be read for a third time next week.  
ORDINANCE NO. 31-17:  This ordinance authorizes the city to enter into the Capital Improvement Sewer Improvement Projects for Lakeview and Hampton for a total cost of $5,078,920.70.  It was put out to bid with 7 bids returned.  Fabrizi was the low bidder.  This will be read for a third time next week.
· Mr. Furry asked when this project will begin if approved next week.  Director Costello said that there is a pre-construction meeting tomorrow and the starting time will be discussed at that meeting.  Director Costello said that it needs to begin this month because it is DOPWIC funded.  A letter will be sent to residents regarding the timeline for this project.
· Mayor Bobst said that a schedule for this project will be given to Council at next week’s meeting.  

· Mr. Klym is pleased that Westway is almost completed.

· The Mayor mentioned that City Hall received phone calls last Friday about traffic tie-ups.  Traffic wasn’t allowed on some roads due to the city’s projects, but there was also some utility projects unknown to the city that caused a traffic tie-up on Northview.  Everything was resolved.  
ORDINANCE NO. 32-17:  Mr. Sindelar said this has been referred to the Planning Commission and was discussed at last week’s Planning Commission Meeting.  After the minutes are approved at the June 20th meeting, Council will receive a copy of the approved minutes and a Public Hearing will be scheduled.  Mr. Sindelar said that the Planning Commission is recommending that this project move forward.  Mr. Bemer noted that lot number 19 was not included in the ordinance but it was included in the consideration of the Planning Commission.  
ORDINANCE NO. 33-17:  Mr. O’Donnell said that this is the annual housekeeping ordinance to buy janitorial supplies at a cost not to exceed $55,000.  Ohio Valley has agreed to renew this contract for one year at the 2015 bid prices.  In 2015, Ohio Valley Supply and Maintenance was the lowest bidder out of five bids received.  Ohio Valley has agreed to renew a second year of renewal at the same rate.  Ohio Valley has a great service record and the city has not had any problems with them as a vendor.  This will have three full reads.
RESOLUTION NO. 34-17:  Mr. Hunt said that this has been read once and will be read for the second time at next week’s meeting.  The resolution will authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Cuyahoga County to receive funds from the Community Development Supplemental Grant Program.  This is for the pedestrian safety project at Wooster and Shoreland.  The Safety-Service Director has discussed this in conjunction with another grant request last year.  The CDSG will reimburse the city $49,950 for expenses related to this project upon completion.  This project will make the crossings ADA compliant along with signalization improvements for pedestrians heading east and west on Wooster.  

ORDINANCE NO. 35-17:  Mr. Shepherd said that this ordinance authorizes the city to enter into a three-year agreement with Gardiner for the maintenance of the HVAC, humidifiers, water pumps, hot water tanks etc.  This is a three-year contract at $36,028 per year.  This work will be done in all three buildings.  Mr. Shepherd noted that the term in the contract states April 1, 2017.  Director Costello said that this date will be amended if passed.  This will have two more reads.

· Mr. Klym asked if this was just for labor or if materials are included.  Director Costello said it covers labor, basic lubricants and small repair items.  The city will still purchase the filters but Gardiner will install them.  
ORDINANCE NO. 36-17:  This memorandum of understanding is between the City of Rocky River and the Cuyahoga County Board of Health for Phase II Stormwater Services for 2017-2018.  This is necessary because the city is outside the NEORSD because of its own collection system.  The Board will verify previously identified municipal separate stormwater system outfall locations and update any outfall information that has changed during this two year reporting period.  The Board will monitor outfall locations over a minimum 72-hour period with no rain and sample all of these locations.  These samples will be analyzed for the presence of E. coli bacteria.  This is a two-year agreement for a total of $5,064.00 or $2,532.00 annually.  This dollar amount is below the amount to be reported to Council but since it is a governmental entity, this ordinance provides full disclosure.  This will have two more reads.  

NEW BUSINESS: 
ORDINANCE NO. 38-17:  Mr. Shepherd said that this ordinance is for the Crack and Joint Sealing Program to prolong the useful life of the streets.  It was put out to bid and Specialized Construction was the only bid received. Specialized Construction does the work for the County Publics Work Department.   The Safety-Service Director will be looking at the recently paved streets and will give Council a firm list of streets prior to a final vote on this ordinance.  This process cannot be applied until later in the fall.  This will have three full reads.  
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:  President Moran reminded Council and the audience of the 7:00 p.m. Public Hearing being held next Monday to discuss Ordinance No. 15-17. 
As there was no further business by members of Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:33 p.m.
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
