The Public Hearing for Ordinance No. 60-19 was opened at 7:00 p.m. by Mr. Moran, President of Council. The Public Hearing is being held to discuss any questions and/or comments regarding Ordinance No. 60-19. This ordinance has been read once by City Council and will be read for a second time at this evening’s Legislative Meeting. 

Mr. Furry stated the administration was alerted in March that these changes would be coming. However, Building Commissioner Reich did not receive the updates until Monday July 8th and this needs to be passed by August 15th to avoid suspension from the NFIP Program. This ordinance is authorizing amendments to Chapter 1175 titled Flood Damage Reduction and addresses the Department of Homeland Security’s FEMA floodplain requirements/measures/insurance, which are relegated to the City through ODNR. This establishes flood zones and development restrictions and then makes available the National Flood Insurance Program. NFIP is available to homeowners where local communities adopt and enforce the floodplain management regulations as directed by FEMA/ODNR.

Mr. Furry does not like utilizing emergency language in ordinances that he sponsors and would prefer not to waive the three read rule, however due to the date restraints, Mr. Furry is requesting to seek passage this evening. If anyone has any questions/comments, please come forward at this time.

As there was no further comment, Councilman Furry moved to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Mr. O’Donnell.
