AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HER DESIGNEE TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT FOR MUTUAL AID SERVICES BETWEEN THE POLICE DEPARTMENTS FOR THE CITIES OF ROCKY RIVER AND CLEVELAND, IN SECURITY ASSISTANCE FOR THE 2016 REPUBLICAN NATIONAL CONVENTION

Mr. Hunt moved for passage of Ordinance No. 18-16, seconded by Mr. Furry.  Mr. Hunt explained that this ordinance needs to be approved prior to July 11th per Chief Stillman’s directive.  The substance of what Chief Stillman had proposed on the outset has changed slightly.  Originally there were 18 individuals along with equipment that would be provided to the Republican National Convention.  Mr. Hunt spoke with Law Director Bemer and Chief Stillman today and was told that only the Marine Patrol Boat along with two operators and one member of the SWAT Team would be needed at the RNC.  Mr. Hunt said that this is important because the Marine Patrol Boat was funded by the Homeland Security Grant.  Chief Stillman reiterated that despite the reduction in obligation now, it doesn’t mean that the City of Rocky River wouldn’t be called to provide support in the case of an emergency.  

· Councilman Sindelar asked what the concerns were causing the reduction in obligation.  Mr. Hunt said that as this ordinance was pending, a number of prerequisites and training had taken place without the city’s officers being present since the ordinance was on hold. 

Chief Stillman expects that the three officers helping would only be needed for a few days and not the extent of the convention.  

Mr. Moran said that Mr. Hunt had moved for passage and was seconded by Mr. Furry.
