AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SAFETY-SERVICE DIRECTOR TO PURCHASE ONE (1) 2018 SEWER JET / VACUUM TRUCK FOR THE SERVICE DIVISION FROM BEST EQUIPMENT CO., INC. AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $298,760.00
