This was discussed at last week’s Legislative Meeting and it authorizes the Mayor to enter into a Professional Planning Services Agreement between the Cuyahoga County Planning Commission and the City of Rocky River regarding zoning updates.  The County Planning Commission has also worked with Olmsted Falls, Newburg Heights, South Euclid, North Royalton and Rocky River on setting up the Master Plan.  This will update the city’s zoning map and review the development code looking at definitions, zoning classifications and making it consistent with the Master Plan.  This is a two-phase approach with reviewing and updating the zones followed by Phase III which will be the recommendation.
